Sometimes it can take us a while to understand that we have been
abused. Sometimes we're just not ready to talk about it. It can be hard
to know where to go for help.

It's normal to be worried about who to talk to and what will happen.
But you're not alone. There is support out there to help you.

Reach out when you're ready - it's never too late. There are services for
adults as well as young people and children, and they will help you no
matter when the abuse happened.
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Things to remember:

e What happened was not your fault.

e It's Ok to ask for help.

* You're not alone - there is someone who can listen.

¢ You can reach out when you're ready - it's never too late.

e You're in charge: services won't pressure you into saying more than you are
comfortable with.
